3 - IDENTIFICATION OF HAZARDS

This product is classed: Flammable.

4 - FIRST AID MEASURES

5 - FIRE-FIGHTING MEASURES

7 - HANDLING AND STORAGE

Handling:

Handle in well-ventilated areas.

The vapors are denser than air. They can spread along the ground and form explosive mixtures with air

Prevent the formation of flammable or explosive concentrations in air and avoid vapor concentrations higher than the
occupational exposure limits.
